This is a one-time scholarship that will be awarded at the beginning of the 
recipients senior year in college and will be directly sent to the college that is being 
attended. 
 
Please have the application, a transcript of grades and a letter of recommendation 
sent to the Little Blue Natural Resources District by the first Friday in March.  The 
Little Blue Natural Resources District Research and Education Committee will 
evaluate the applications and forward the most qualified applicants to the entire 
Board of Directors.  Winning recipients will be notified in April and will receive a 
certificate.
